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From Our Pastor

There are many common practices we
associate with Lent. We are encouraged to
take time to confess our sins. We practice
fasting and abstinence from meat. Beyond
fasting, we should consider prayer and
almsgiving. We can also take on voluntary
penances to sanctify this season.

Another recommendation for this season is fo
allow for more silence. Especially today in our
fast-paced world, silence is often hard to come
by. Often we must deliberately make room for
silence in our day. Silence has the benefit of
enhancing our prayer which is already too
distracted by other thoughts or inferruptions.
We can be inspired by Jesus’ 40 days of fasting
in the desert, a place where distractions are
few and there is more time alone for quiet.

Silence can be uncomfortable. When we are
not used to quiet, a time free of distractions
can feel empty, as if we are missing
something. It is foo easy to fill quiet time by
checking our phones and looking for messages
or responses to entertain us.

Especially in the liturgy, we are encouraged fo
practice silence. When coming info the
church, quiet reflection helps us prepare for
Mass, just as quiet after Mass gives time for
thanksgiving to God. Even during the Mass,
some silence reminds us of the somber season
of Lent in which we should reflect more deeply
on God'’s call to us.

So | encourage you to make time for silence in
private prayer. Let your time in church also
benefit from silence before, during, and after
Mass. Put the phone away. Be sure to silence
the phone, as interruptions during Mass tfake
away the silence that others may be seeking in
prayer. Insilence, listen to the voice of the Holy
Spirit calling us into a deeper relationship with
the divine life.
